On July 11, under the leadership of Deacon David Harum, a forming Devotion Committee met with &
Fr. Dariusz to contfinue discussing the devotions available at both parishes. The discussion was challenging be-
cause Eucharistic Exposition can only occur at one parish at a fime. After much dialogue, it was decided by a
maijority vote, that the St. Joseph’s Adoration Chapel would reopen as “perpetually available”. Meaning, the
chapel is open all day and night for anyone, from any parish, to visit Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. It does not
mean that all hours are filled. Because the Eucharist can only be exposed in one place at a fime, during the cel-
ebration of Mass at St. Vincent de Paul Parish, the Eucharist will not be exposed in the adoration chapel.

In order to have a perpetually available chapel, it is required that the tabernacle be closed if no one is in the
chapel. Jesus cannot be exposed to an empty room.

If you want to visit Jesus and do not have the entry code to the chapel door, you can register at https://
svdp.weadorehim.com or call one of the Adoration Committee Team members; Paula Andrikopoulos (774-220-
3005), John Costantino (781-264-3939), Kathy Davis (774-254-4431) or Mike St. Pierre (508-612-8724). This also ap-
plies to anyone wanting to make a weekly commitment to visit Jesus.

WHY DO WE DO THAT? - CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED

Question:  July 22 is the feast of Mary Magdalene.
I've heard a lot of stories about her, but who was she
reallye

Answer: Mary Magdalene has been the subject of
speculation and scholarship over the last 2,000 years.
Mary Magdalene makes her first named appearance
in Luke 8:2. She is one of several women following Je-
sus. Luke specifically mentions that Mary had previous-
ly been delivered from demonic possession. Whatever
her life looked like before she met Jesus, it wasn't
good! Because of this association with being a repent-
ant sinner, Mary Magdalene has been associated with
other similar stories in the Gospel, such as the woman
caught in adultery or the woman who bathes Jesus'
feet with her tears.

Mary Magdalene shows up again by name at the end
of the Gospels, when she stands with the Blessed Virgin
Mary at the foot of the Cross. Mary is also present in
the garden of the resurrection. She is one of the wom-
an who goes fo bring spices to Jesus' tomb, where
they find the stone rolled away. Mary stays in the gar-
den weeping, believing his body has been stolen. Je-
sus approaches her and calls her by name, and she
becomes the first witness to the resurrection! While
many of the details of Mary Magdalene's life have
been lost to time, she is an example of powerful con-
version, deep faith, and intimate love for Christ.
